A bibliography or works cited lists your sources. An annotated bibliography includes short annotations below each source. Your annotated bibliography will follow all of the guidelines of MLA formatted bibliographies. In addition, your annotations will be 3-4 sentences long and both summarize and evaluate your sources. You can use the sources and formatting below as an example and resources as you create this document.

Knight Cite is a helpful website recommended by Austin High’s library as an accurate citation generator. The cite attempts to help students and other authors correctly use MLA, or other citation styles, to create bibliographies. The site is helpful, but not infallible. Students should still double-check all citations against modern MLA standards. 

Reminders:
· Sources are in alphabetical order. Citation sites will not always do this, so make sure you do. 
· Notice that all of the other lines of a citation are tabbed farther right than the first one. Often this will not be correctly copy and pasted from a citation site. Make sure you correct it in your document. 

· Your annotated bibliography is a Level 2 grade! Do it right!

· Failure to cite sources results in an automatic zero on your culminating assignment. 

· Other teachers will ask you to do this same type of document in the future, so hold onto this sheet. In fact, just hold onto everything you do for this project. Seriously…
