What is on the Exam?

Part I: Reading Comprehension – 10 questions to check your understanding of the novel. Consider plot, characters, character motivation, and major conflicts.
Part II: Literary Terms Application – 20 questions applying your knowledge of Literary Terms to the novel. We will give a quote from the novel and ask which literary term it best exemplifies (is it an example of a simile? personification? foreshadowing? or setting?). See the back of this handout to study literary terms. 
Part IIII: Grammar Application– 10 questions. Know nouns, verbs, and adjectives.
Part IV: Writing Process – 5 questions covering how to write an expository essay or an OER (open ended response question) as we have learned in class.
Part V: Vocabulary – 5 questions asking you identify the best definition of a word from the novel using context clues (hints in the sentence).

Literary Terms

Characterization - The act of creating and developing a character. 
· Antagonist—the character or force who is in conflict with the main character

· Protagonist—the main character in a story
· Motivation—why a character does what they do in a story

Setting – The time and place of the story’s events

Plot—the series of events in a story

· Exposition—the background information in a story before the action/conflict begins

· Rising action—conflicts*/actions that occur to move the story toward the climax

*Internal conflict— takes place within the mind of a character who is torn between opposing feelings or between different courses of action.

*External conflict—takes place between a character and an outside force such as another person, nature, or society

· Climax—the point of greatest emotional intensity, excitement or suspense in the story; the point at which characters must act

· Falling action—the series of events that occur after the climax that ease the tension and lead to the resolution

· Resolution—the end of the story

Foreshadowing—the author’s clues about what will happen in a story

Irony- when what actually happens is the opposite of what you expect to occur

Suspense – the feeling of anxious uncertainty of what may happen
Theme- the central idea or message of a story, often an insight or truth about life or human nature

Personification— a comparison in which a human characteristic is given to a non-human thing

Simile— a direct comparison between two unlikely things usually with the words like “like, as, than” or “resembles” 

Metaphor-- a direct comparison between two relatively unlike things
