DoScore Point 3:  Exemplary Response
·  Idea is perceptive; reflects an awareness of text’s complexities
· Coherent explanation; makes discerning connections
· Specific, well-chosen text evidence

· Evidence strongly supports the validity of the idea

· Idea and text evidence show deep understanding of text

Score Point 2:  Sufficient Response
· Reasonable idea that goes beyond literal reading
· Idea is explained enough to show appropriate connections across text; draws valid conclusions
· Text evidence is accurate and relevant
· Idea and evidence clearly linked
· Combo of idea and evidence demonstrates good understanding of text
Score Point 1:  Partially Sufficient Response
· Idea is reasonable but includes no text evidence or text evidence is flawed/does not adequately support the idea (general reference, too partial, weakly linked to idea, used inappropriately b/c it manipulates text meaning)

· Idea needs more explanation or specificity despite being supported by evidence

· Idea represents only a literal reading of text, with or without evidence

Score Point 0:  Insufficient Response
· Idea is not an answer to the question asked
· Idea is too general, vague, unclear

· No idea present; response contains only text evidence

· Idea only echoes text evidence
