List A Project Options
1.  Write an epic of your own.  Your epic must include:  a hero, conflict (internal and external), a clear, descriptive setting, gods/goddesses who assist and/or interfere, incredible monsters, dialogue (punctuated correctly) and a resolution.  
· Must be 1 -2 pages typed, double-spaced, 12 point font

· Must include the specific criteria listed above

2. Letter from Character to Character- Write a letter from one character in the Odyssey to another character in the Odyssey. The letter should be based on actual events in the story and reveal your understanding of those two characters and their relationship
· Must be neatly typed or handwritten in letter format (1-2 pages)
· Must be reflective of the voice and language of the character

3. Letter of Advice- Write a letter from the reader (you) to a specific character in the Odyssey offering advice on a specific situation. This is not a general letter of advice, it is specific to a single action or situation.

· Must be 1 -2 pages typed, double-spaced, 12 point font in letter format

· Must be based on the actual situation in the story and show a deep understanding of that event and the character.

4. Modern Day Allusions – Find several modern day allusions (references to) the Odyssey in songs, movies, books, etc. Write an expository essay to explains how the allusions connect to the Odyssey. 
· Must be 1-2 pages typed, double-spaced, 12 point font. 

· Must provide your sources for allusions
5. Alternate Ending- Write an alternate ending for the Odyssey beginning from any point in Part II.

· Must be 1-2 pages typed, double-spaced, 12 point font

· Alternate Ending must work within the limitations of the time period and be based on our understanding of the characters from what we have read in the Odyssey.  

List B Project Options

1. Newspaper Connection - Write your own article as if you are a reporter of one of the events that takes place in The Odyssey.  Remember, articles answer the following questions: Who?, What?, When?, Where?, Why?, and How? 
· This should look like a newspaper article- include a heading, a subtitle, be in columns, include quotes from people interviewed, and have a photograph. 

· Must be at least one page, typed
2. What do you see? - Visually recreate one of the major scenes in the epic as you picture it— painting, charcoal, set up a scene and photograph it, or create a digital short. 
· Project must be painted, charcoaled, photographed, or digitally filmed
· Should clearly and accurately depict a scene from The Odyssey
· Should include a written explanation of the scene and how you created it
3. Children’s Book OR Comic Book- Create a children’s or comic book version of The Odyssey complete with pictures, words, binding, etc…  The story should tell the entire Odyssey or a specific scene from the Odyssey in detail.
· Should be age/audience appropriate
· Final copy in color with pictures and words (your original work- not copied from the internet)
· Should be bound with a title, author, illustrations, etc…
· Should be a complete story with a beginning, middle, and end

4. Personal Timeline – Create a timeline of your own life’s journey. You must create the timeline on one side of the paper with pictures and a one page explanation on the back. Your timeline must include:

· Five (5) cause and effect events in your life that have led to where you are today with pictures
· Five (5) future events based on the past decisions you have made with pictures
· A one page written explanation on the back describing your “journey” as Odysseus told us his “journey.
