Steps to Revise:

· Highlight your assertion sentence and each of your topic sentences.

· Does each paragraph have a topic?

· Do those topics flow together?

· Does your assertive thesis answer the prompt?

· Look at your introduction and conclusion. 

· Does your introduction hook your reader?

· Does your conclusion answer the question, “So What?”

· Highlight the sentences that show argument/reasoning

· Do you have enough?

· Underline the sentences that directly quote one of your sources
· Do you have too little evidence?

· Do you have too much?

· Underline any passive voice verbs and try to change to another more active verb

· Passive verbs: Am, is, are, was, were, be, being, been

· Count the number of lines in each sentence and write the number next to each sentence

· Vary if necessary

· Underline the first three words of each sentence

· Vary if too similar

· Read your paper backwards sentence by sentence
